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Illinois Bell Tells of New Device To Help Rersoitt U
A new voice for the voiceless has; Just been introduced by the Bell Telephone System, according to Don Hood, Illinois Bell manager in An-tioch.r,, : .;7:- l $:. ■ .
"Some 20,000 persons in the Unlt-:«d States are without the power of speech as a result jot paralysis or surgical removal of the larynx and must depend either on esophageal speech or an artificial larynx in order to, talk," Hood ^aald^ ■ -t>
The new device, i^jm'electronic larynx, will be made available on a non-profit basis by Bell Telephone Companies. ^i
It resembles a -streamlined electric shaver, contoured to fit the hand and designed to be held against the outside of the throat while being operated.
It transmits sound waves into the t hroat cavity replacing those norm-c/ r ^sdly produced .by air passing over the vocal cords.
SPEECH Is produced by forming words with the lips and tongue just as in normal conversation.
'Tenons with speech handicaps ' have learned to use the instrument with a minimum of training and difficulty," Hood said.
The electronic larynx , is produced in two models. One is high-pitched to simulate the female voice. The other has a lower pitch for men.
Both are provided with a finger control which enables the user to vary the pitch of his voice over a half-octave range- in order to produce speech-of considerable intelligibility .and naturalness. '--^Speech volume is equivalent to a normal talker speaking at a conversational level.
THE DEVICE employs. Bell transistors. It is powered by self- contained mercury batteries of a type obtainable at any radio store.
Battery life ranges up to several months, depending on the amount of use.
The instrument was developed by Bell Telephone laboratories. Suggestions were contributed by medical authorities, particularly the National Hospital for Speech Disorders, and by artificial larynx users themselves.
It is made by Western Electric Company, manufacturing and supplying unit of the Bell System.

After passing the bar examination in. the Territory of Hawaii, the youthful future senator opened a multi-racial law firm In the Pacific Island melting-pot and then became interested in, politics.
As his law business prospered he branched out into other fields and today he is the president of six flourishing businesses in the booming 50th state.
Although proud of his Chinese ancestry Fong dropped his Chinese given name of Yau Jte and took the name Hiram out of admiration for an early Congregational missionary to Hawaii, Hiram Bingham.
